Founded upon the Texas Governor’s directive for
State Agencies to prepare and participate in the
development of a program of preparedness to
meet the needs of special needs populations in
the event of a catastrophic event (hurricane or
man made disaster).
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State and local jurisdictions are seeking
resources (manpower) to train and prepare
for activation in the event of an disaster.
