RESOLUTION ENDORSING SUBMITTAL OF GRANT APPLICATION TO THE NATIONAL 
RENEWABLE ENERGY LABORATORY (NREL) FOR THE SOLAR ENERGY INNOVATION 

NETWORK 

WHEREAS, the North Central Texas Council of Governments (NCTCOG) is a Texas political 
subdivision and non-profit corporation organized and operating under Texas Local Government Code 
Chapter 391 as the regional planning commission for the 16-county North Central Texas region; and , 

WHEREAS, NCTCOG is a voluntary association of, by and for local governments established 
to assist in planning for common needs, cooperating for mutual benefit, and coordinating for sound 
regional development; and , 

WHEREAS, NCTCOG is working with local governments and other stakeholders in the region 
to implement programs and policies that reduce energy consumption , improve energy efficiency, and 
improve air quality; and , 

WHEREAS , the Dallas-Fort Worth region is in nonattainment of the federal air quality standard 
for ozone and NCTCOG is actively involved in the development and implementation of the State 
Implementation Plan for air quality; and , 

WHEREAS, NCTCOG is committed to the development and implementation of policies, 
projects, and programs to improve air quality, reduce emissions, and promote energy efficiency; and , 

WHEREAS, the development of a regional solar energy road map could establish a cohesive 
vision, regional-scale goals, and priority strategies and projects; and , 

WHEREAS, the National Renewable Energy Laboratory (NREL), through the Solar Energy 
Innovation Network grant program, has made funding available for organizations to develop 
innovative solutions that explore new approaches to solar market barriers, reduce integration risks, 
and increase market opportunities; and , 

WHEREAS, NCTCOG submitted a grant application on August 1, 2017, which included 
participant commitments from the Texas State Energy Conservation Office; City of Plano; Schneider 
Electric U.S.; Texas A&M Energy Systems Laboratory; and Axium Solar. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED THAT: 

Section 1. The NCTCOG Executive Board endorses submittal of the grant application to 
the NREL Solar Energy Innovation Network grant program and, if awarded, 
authorizes the receipt of approximately $150,000 in grant funds .

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING A CONTRACT WITH ATKINS NORTH AMERICA, INC. FOR THE REGIONAL 
STORMWATER MONITORING PROGRAM 

WHEREAS, the North Central Texas Council of Governments (NCTCOG) is a Texas political 
subdivision and non-profit corporation organ ized and operating under Texas Local Government Code Chapter 
391 as the regional planning commission for the 16-county North Central Texas re~ion ; and ,

WHEREAS, the Regional Stormwater Monitoring Program was developed by NCTCOG and its member 
governments to provide assistance in complying with federal and state stormwater permit requirements ; and , 

WHEREAS, the Reg ional Stormwater Monitoring Program is coordinated by NCTCOG with gu idance 
from the Stormwater Monitoring Task Force, comprised ·of local government staff; and , 

WHEREAS, NCTCOG issued RFSQ #NCT-2017-16 on June 19, 2017, to receive qualified responses 
from consulting firms to assist with the program; and, 

WHEREAS, the Stormwater Monitoring Task Force which serves as the Consultant Selection 
Committee, is recommending Atkins North America , Inc.; and , 

WHEREAS, NCTCOG has complied with federal and state regulations regarding contract and 
procurement proceedings.
